ndrea Powell (co-founder and 

executive director of FAIR 

Fund) has extensive experience 

in international advocacy, wom-

enôs rights, and development. Powell 

received her masterôs degree in Euro-

pean Union law and economics at the 

University of Bonn, Germany and her 

bachelorôs degree from Texas State 

University in international relations 

and geography. She provides expert 

testimony in U.S. human trafficking 

cases and has trained law enforcement 

officers, educators, and U.S. diplo-

mats. She is an experienced lecturer 

and has spoken at over 25 university 

campuses about human rights and the successful 

engagement of young women in civic activism.  

 

Powell currently serves as an advisor to the Afri-

can Regional Youth Alliance in Tanzania and as 

a board member for the Center for Youth Inte-

gration in Belgrade, Serbia. She recently re-

ceived the Texas State Alumni Associationôs 

Walter Richter Humanitarian Award for her 

work in promoting human rights. Her organiza-

tion, FAIR Fund, is a D.C. based international 

nonprofit organization, which works to prevent 

human trafficking and sexual violence in the 

lives of youth, especially girls, around the world. 

FAIR Fund builds the capacity of communities 

to better identify and assist youth aged 11 to 24 

who are at high risk or have been exploited via 

human trafficking and sexual violence. FAIR 

Fund has active programs in Serbia, Russia, 

Washington, D.C., and Uganda. FAIR Fundôs 

approach combines preventative education 

workshops, outreach to exploited youth, and art 

therapy for girl survivors. FAIR Fund also pro-

vides adult ally training to teachers, social work-

ers, educators, police, judges, lawyers, medical 

professionals, and students on how to best iden-

tify and assist high risk and sexually exploited or 

trafficked teens. 

 

In a recent interview Powell said, ñThis is a 

modern form of slavery. And many people think

leanor E. Fink is a philanthropy advisor 

currently working with the World Bank 

and International Finance Corporation. 

From 2002 to 2006 she was the point per-

son at the World Bank for relations with public 

and private foundations. During her tenure she 

established several international partnerships 

and helped launch a World Bank-wide commu-

nity foundation initiative that explores the con-

cept of establishing indigenous foundations in 

developing countries. She also coordinated the 

establishment of the Development Gateway 

Foundation whose core mission is to reduce pov-

erty and support sustainable development 

through the use of information and communica-

tion technologies.  

 

Prior to the World Bank, she was director of the 

J. Paul Getty Trustôs Information Institute where 

she led the development of information policies 

and standards needed to manage and protect 

cultural assets. She positioned the Getty Infor-

mation Institute (GII) around the concept of uni-

versal access to art and images and promoted the 

concept of ñinterworkabilityò within and across 

arts and humanities organizations. She  

conceived and launched Object ID, an interna-

tionally recognized information standard now 

supported by UNESCO, ICOM, and Interpol

ing at the McLean Communi-

ty Center on October 18. We 

were fortunate to have 

Shirley Strum Kenny speak with us on 

the gains for women in higher education. She 

cited a number of statistics showing that wom-

en now earn the majority of bachelorôs and 

masterôs degrees; in fact women earned 52 

percent of doctoral degrees. Doctoral degrees 

for women in engineering rose from 4 percent 

in 1958 to 19 percent in the 2000s. Minorities 

have not shown that much improvement, how-

ever. Forty-two percent of assistant professors 

are now women, but only 19 percent of profes-

sors. A valuable program, thanks to Trianthe 

Dakolias and Dorothy Hassan. 

 

An enjoyable opportunity for members is to 

meet and talk with our new members. One of 

them, Lala Johnson, shared her experiences 

with some of us and had the opportunity to chat 

with our speaker. Our new members have so 

much talent and many varied backgrounds.   

 

I move on to another appreciation of AAUW as 

a national organization. Since it is a recognized 

voice of many women in the country, AAUW 

members sometimes have the opportunity to 

participate in enjoyable events. Because I am 

co-president of a branch, Kristie Malley in the 

development area of AAUW called me with an 

invitation to tour the White House Garden last 

Saturday with a few other members. Kristie 

had also invited Nancy Patterson, co-president, 

and Peggy Stotz, as chair of AAUW Funds in 

our branch but they were unable to attend. 

(You too are eligible for such perks ï think 

about becoming an elected officer or chair in 

the near future). I enjoyed the beautiful weath-

er, the lovely White House Gardens, and the 

company of another branch president. 

 

Now for the category: Did You Know? States 

or branches apply to AAUW for Impact Grants 

by describing a specific project and the funding 

that would be required to do it.

  he board of AAUW of Virginia, after 

reducing operating costs repeatedly in the 

last few years, and after recently examin-

ing our state budget thoroughly, has deter-

mined that we are unable to operate effectively 

with our current revenues. We had to dip into 

our reserves to balance this yearôs budget. An 

increase in our twenty-year-old, eight-dollar 

dues is a probability. (Read details about the 

dues increase in the fall issue of the Vision, due 

out in October.)  

 

However, there is one more way to try and cut 

expenses, and that is to cut the largest line item 

in the budget: the printing and mailing costs of 

the state newsletter, the Virginia Vision. We 

want to begin e-mailing the Vision to as many 

members as possible in June of 2012. That will 

reduce the number of printed newsletters that we 

mail, thus cutting our expenses, hopefully by 

thousands of dollars. (Yes, we will continue to 

mail the Vision to members unable or unwilling 

to receive it by e-mail.) This idea is not new; 

branches figured it out long ago. Branches have 

been e-mailing their newsletters for years, thus 

reducing their operating costs. Weôve all learned 

that using technology to our advantage saves 

money! Depending on how many branch mem-

bers are willing to receive the Vision via e-mail, 

the amount we will need to increase state dues 

will be minimized.  

 

We hope that YOU will be willing to receive the 

Vision online. We need to hear from you about 

that, so in late October or early November, 

members with a current e-mail address will be 

polled via e-mail asking if you are willing to 

receive the Vision online. Your choice of re-

sponse will make a huge difference in the 

AAUW of Virginia budget and in the amount of 

dues increase.

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 Thoughts on Bullying 
 

B 
ullying is not a game. Lately the topic of 

bullying is so much in local news, in na-

tional news, even at cocktail parties, and 

of course at our first Tuesday of the 

monthôs Current Events meeting. As we all 

know, it is one of the very disturbing issues not 

only in elementary and middle schools but also 

in high schools and colleges. 

 

So I decided to put some of my thoughts togeth-

er. We all want our school/college age children 

to be strong and know how to defend them-

selves. But in reality it is not always so. Our 

former Labor Secretary Robert Reich was bul-

lied because he was short. Recently, Charles M. 

Blow wrote in his New York Times column, The 

Bleakness of the Bullied, about his experience 

being a bullied victim. But he was strong and he 

could free himself. We all know of some who 

have taken their lives. 

 

Now we have bullying of many different kinds: 

verbal bullying, physical bullying, indirect bul-

lying, and cyber bullying as well as social alien-

ation and intimidation. Social alienation is a big 

bullying issue especially in elementary schools, 

when someone is excluded from a group on pur-

pose. I remember in some elementary school 

classes, the teacher used to tell parents for a 

birthday celebration to invite the entire class to 

the party or celebrate in the school and bring 

cupcakes for all.  

 

Someone mentioned at our Current Events dis-

cussion that school teachers have to address bul-

lying issues in schools. After our discussions on 

this issue, I came across some materials on the 

Internet. One of them is a film, Letôs Get Real. It 

examines the issues that lead to taunting and 

bullying, including racial differences, perceived 

sexual orientation, learning disabilities, religious 

differences, and sexual harassment. A 132-page 

curriculum guide that includes an extensive se-

lection of pre- and postïviewing activities de-

signed to engage youths, accompanies the film. 

 

Bullying is a very real and overwhelming issue 

in our present environment. We now live in a so-

called cyber world. Cyber-bullying involves the 

use of e-mail, cell phones, pagers, text messages, 

instant messaging, personal websites, or blogs to 

spread nasty rumors, gossip or defamatory infor-

mation about others. This is devastating because 

it allows harassment to reach a wide audience 

while senders remain anonymous.  

 

Perhaps educating our young generation will 

reduce the scale of bullying which will help our 

youths not to take that path of committing sui-

cide because of bullying. 

 

You may be aware that bullying is one of our 

hot topics for the AAUW Lobby Corps. The 

following is from our public policy program 

statement: AAUWôs 2009-2011 Public Policy 

Program affirms our commitment to ñquality 

public educationò in ñequitable and harassment-

free climates.ò Our country should provide an 

excellent education for all children, yet the prev-

alence of bullying and harassment prevents 

many children from accessing these opportuni-

ties. 

 

Almost a decade ago, AAUWôs own research 

revealed that 83 percent of girls and 79 percent 

of boys had experienced sexual harassment, and 

over one in four students stated that harassment 

happens ñoften.ò AAUWôs newest research re-

port Crossing the Line: Sexual Harassment at 

School will be released in November 2011. 

 

A branch program on bullying is tentatively 

planned for our February meeting. Our speaker, 

Leslie Vandivere, co-president of the Fairfax 

City Branch was also co-chair of the Fairfax 

County Public School Human Relations Adviso-

ry Committee. She edited the 2011 annual report 

on bullying that the committee produced in re-

sponse to the school boardôs charge.

TITLE IX at Forty! 

Y 
ou are invited to the AAUW Legal Advo-

cacy Fund Luncheon t Marymount Univer-

sity on  December 3. 

 

Title IX, one of the key civil rights laws of the 

21st century, brought much to celebrate. Despite 

significant positive changes as a result of Title 

IX, challenges remain: nationally, girls are still 

not afforded equal participation opportunities. For 

example, girls are 49 percent of high school stu-

dents but just 41 percent of high school athletes. 

The AAUW Arlington Branch, awarded an LAF 

Campus Outreach grant, is sponsoring a program 

to explore these issues. On December 3, 2011, at 

11:30 a.m., Celebrations and Challenges: Title IX 

at Forty! will feature Elizabeth Kristen, a lawyer 

and director of Fair Play in Sports at the San 

Francisco Legal Aid Society-Employment Law 

Center. A special guest will be Bernice Sandler, 

known as the godmother of Title IX. There will 

also be a silent auction. 

 

Kristen and her organization have been advocates 

to ensure young women have equal opportunities 

to participate in athletics which provide signifi-

cant benefits to girls and women in health, educa-

tion, and employment. Strategies include commu-

nity education, negotiation, and litigation to 

achieve significant improvements in conditions 

for girls in high schools. For example, as a result 

of a lawsuit against the Alhambra School District, 

the district developed new softball fields for girls 

that were comparable to the new baseball fields 

that the city and the district had built for boys a 

few years before. The 

AAUW in partnership with the 

Legal Aid Society-Employment Law 

Center and the Womenôs Sports Foun-

dation has launched a national Title IX project to 

raise awareness about the current status of Title 

IX and what AAUW members can do to help:

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this is something that only affects people in 

Thailand or Russia. But it happens everywhere 

around the world. In fact one of the common 

misconceptions, even here in the United States, 

is that trafficking only happens to kids from 

Russia or Thailand coming into the U.S. But in 

fact the most exploited commodity, in terms of 

human trafficking here in the United States, is 

American children. Around 100,000 children are 

at risk of sexual exploitation in the United States 

every year, according to a University of Penn-

sylvania study. Furthermore, thousands of chil-

dren are trafficked into this country annually, 

according to the State Department. This is a 

problem that affects us all. It not only takes law 

enforcement and organizations like FAIR Fund 

to get involved, but we need people from all 

walks of life around the world to get involved. 

The most important way to get involved is by 

simply printing out or writing down in your wal-

let the trafficking hotline number: 888/373-

7888.
